Citation, commencement and interpretation

1.  This Order may be cited as the Roads (Speed Limit) (No. 3) Order (Northern Ireland) 2026 and shall come into operation on 2026.

Speed restriction on certain road

2.  The Department directs that the length of road specified in Schedule 1 is a restricted road.

Application of speed limit

3.  The driving of motor vehicles at a speed exceeding 40 miles per hour on the road specified in Schedule 2 is prohibited.

Revocation

4.  The provision described in Schedule 3 is revoked.

Article 2

Restricted length of road

Ormeau Embankment, Unclassified No. 808, Belfast, from a point 66 metres south of its junction with the Ozone Complex to its junction with Ravenhill Road, Route No. B506.

SCHEDULE 2
Article 3

Length of road subject to a speed limit of 40 miles per hour
Ormeau Embankment, Unclassified No. 808, Belfast, from its junction with Ormeau Road, Route No. A24, to a point 66 metres south of its junction with the Ozone Complex.

EXPLANATORY NOTE

This Order—

applies a speed limit of 30 miles per hour to the length of road specified in Schedule 1;

applies a speed limit of 40 miles per hour to the length of road specified in Schedule 2;

revokes the provision in Schedule 3.

In relation to the revoked provision in Schedule 3—

5.  The speed limit on the lengths of Ormeau Embankment, Belfast (paragraph 1 of Schedule 3) is now partly set at 30 miles per hour and partly set at 40 miles per hour.
